MEMORANDUM OF ASSOCIATION OF BELL PARK SPORTS CLUB
1. The name of the Company is "Bell Park Sports Club" (hereinafter referred to as "the Club"
2 The objects for which this Club is formed are:
a. To promote the game of Football and other athletic sports and pastimes.

b. To be the member Club of FFA and to comply with the constitution and by-laws of FFA and FFV;
c. To prevent infringement of the constitution and by-laws of FFA and FFV and protect Football from abuse;
d. To co-operate with FFA, FFV and other bodies in the promotion and development of, or otherwise in relation to, Football, the Statutes and Regulations and the Laws of the Game.
e. To promote fields, grounds and buildings for Football and other sports at Bell Park or elsewhere and lay out, prepare and maintain the same and to provide club-houses, pavilions, lavatories, kitchens, refreshment rooms, workshops, sheds and other conveniences in connection therewith and to furnish and maintain the same and all other property of the Club to be used by the members of the Club and other persons.
f. To purchase, hire make or otherwise provide and to maintain and repair all kinds of furniture, implements, tools, utensils, plate glass, linen, books papers,  periodicals, stationery cards, games and other things required or which may be conveniently used in connection with the fields and grounds, club-houses and other premises and property of the Club by persons frequenting the same, whether members of the Club or not.
g. To buy, prepare, make, supply, repair, maintain, sell and deal in all kinds of balls, wear and gear, and all other apparatus and equipment required in or used in connection with Football or other athletic sports, and all kinds of provisions and refreshments required or used by members of the Club or other persons frequenting or using the fields or grounds, club-houses or premises of the Club.

h. To incorporate under the above name the present unincor​porated body known as "Bell Park Soccer Club", to acquire all the assets of such unincorporated body and to become responsible for all its liabilities and to undertake the management and control of its affairs and to enter into, execute and carry out all agreements and documents necessary for any such purpose.

i. To purchase, take on, lease or in exchange, hire or otherwise acquire any lands, buildings, easements, or property, real or persona] or any rights, privileges or interests therein, which may be required for the purposes of or conveniently used in connection with any of the objects of the Club and to sell, mortgage, give in exchange or dispose of the same or any part or parts thereof from time to time, and to grant easements or, through, over or upon any land and to acquire easements or other rights over any other lands.

j. To hire and employ managers, clerks, servants and workmen and to pay to them and to other persons in return for services rendered to the Club, salaries, wages, gratuities and pensions.
k. To promote, and hold, either alone or jointly with other clubs  associations or  persons, Football  or  other sports meetings,  competitions  and  matches,  and  to offer,  give or  contribute towards prizes,  medals  and  awards,  and to  promote,  give  or  support dinners,  balls, concerts  and other entertainments.

l. To establish, promote and assist in establishing and promot​ing and to subscribe to and become a member of or associated with any other club or association whose objects ore similar or in part similar to the objects of the Club, or the establishment or promotion of which may be beneficial to the Club, and to join and become a member of any authority controlling Football or any other sport in the Geelong district or elsewhere in Victoria or Australia.

m. To amalgamate with or acquire the business end assets of any other club or body having objects similar to those of the Club and having a Memorandum of Association which prohibits the division of its income and property among its members at feast to the same extent as is done by Clause 3 of this Memorandum of Association.

n. To invest and deal with moneys of the Club not immediately required, upon such securities and in such manner as may from time to time be determined by the Committee of the Club for the time being.

o. To borrow or raise money for any of the foregoing objects with or without giving security and particularly by the issue of or upon unsecured notes, bonds or debentures (redeemable on dates to be determined by yearly ballot or otherwise at the discretion of the Committee of the Club) bills of exchange, prom​issory notes or other obligations or securities of the Club or of mortgage or charge upon all or any part of this property of the Club.

p. To give any guarantee for the payment of money or the performance of any obligations or undertakings.

q. To support and subscribe to any charitable or public body institution or cause.

r.             To provide and maintain its facilities from the joint funds of the Club.

s. To apply for, become the Guarantee of, acquire and hold as and when permitted by law so to do, any Club License or other Licenses, permits or authorities pursuant to the provisions of the Liquor Control Act 1968 or pursuant to any other Act or Acts to enable the Club to provide for or sell to members and visitors liquors, tobaccos or any other goods and to apply from time to time for the renewal or extension of such licenses, permits and authorities and to hold such licenses, permits and authorities pursuant to Section 47 (3)   (b) of the Liquor Control Act 1963 the said Attorney-General may from time to time on due application of any member of the Club and on giving notice to the Club of his intention to do so and after affording the Club an opportunity of being heard in opposition thereto, within such time as may be speci​fied in such notice, Impose further conditions which shall be duly observed by the Club,
t.            To do all such lawful things as are incidental or conducive to the attainment of the above objects

The provisions of the Third Schedule of the Companies Act 1961 shall not apply to the Club and the foregoing provisions of this clause shall be read and construed without reference to the provisions of that Schedule. The Club shall not support with its funds or endeavor to impose on or procure to be observed by its members or others any regulation or restriction which if an object of the Club would make it a trade union within the meaning of the Trade Unions Act 958.

3. The income and property of the Club whence so ever derived shall be applied solely towards the promotion of the objects of the Club as set forth in this Memorandum of Association, and no portion thereof shall be paid or transferred directly or indirectly by way of dividend, bonus or otherwise howsoever by way of profit, to members of the Club; provided that nothing herein contained shall prevent the payment in good faith of remuneration to any officers or servants of the Club or to any member of the Club   in  return  for  any services actually  rendered to the Club, or for goods supplied in the ordinary and usual way of business, nor prevent the payment of interest not exceeding member to the Club, but so that no member of the Committee or other the rate for the time being fixed for the purpose of this clause by the Articles of Association on money borrowed from any member of the Club or reasonable and proper rent for premises demised or let by any governing body of the Club shall be appointed to any salaried office of the Club or any office of the Club paid by fees., and that no remuneration or other benefit in money or money's worth shall be paid or given by the Club to any Member of the Committee or other governing body of the Club except repayment of out-of-pocket expenses and interest at the rate aforesaid on money lent or  reasonable and proper rent for premises demised or let to the Club, provided however the provision  last aforesaid shall  not  apply to any  payment to any company of which  a member of the Committee or other governing  body of the Club may be a member and in which such member shall not hold more than one-hundredth  part of the capital,
4. If a license pursuant to the provisions of Section 24 of the Com​panies Act   1961 is granted by the Attorney-General of the State of Victoria to the Club no addition, alteration or   amendment shall be made to the objects of the Club as set out in Clause 2 hereof or to or in the regulations contained in the Articles of Association for the time being in force unless the same shall have been previously submitted to and approved by the Attorney-General of the State of Victoria.
5. The third, fourth and ninth clauses of this Memorandum of Association contain conditions upon which applications may be made for a license to be granted by the Attorney-General of Victoria to the Club in pursuance of the provisions of Section 24 of the Companies Act 1961 of the said State; if such license be granted then such clause contain conditions upon  which the  license was  granted  and for   the purpose of preventing any evasions of the provisions of the said clauses  
6. The liability of the members of the Club is limited.

7. Every member of the Club undertakes to contribute to the assets of the Club, in the event of the same being wound up while he is a member, or within one year after he ceases to be a member, for payment of the debts and liabilities of the Club contracted before the time at which he ceases to be a member, and the costs, charges and expenses of winding up and for an adjustment of the rights of contributors amongst themselves, such amount as may be required not exceeding Twenty Dollars ($20.00).

8. If upon the winding-up or dissolution of the Club there remains after satisfaction of all its debts and liabilities any property whatsoever, the same shall not be paid to or distributed amongst the members of the Club but shall be given or transferred to some institution or institutions having objects similar or in part similar to the objects of the Club and which shall prohibit the distribution of its or their income and property amongst its or their members to an extent at least as great as imposed on the Club under or by virtue of Clause 3 hereof,  such institution or institutions to be determined by the members of the Club at or before the time of dissolution and in default thereof by such Judge of the Supreme Court of Victoria as may have or acquire jurisdiction in the matter.
9. The accounts shall be kept of the sums of money received and expended by the Club and the matter in respect of which such receipt or expenditure takes place and of the property, credits and liabilities of the Club and, subject to any reasonable restrictions, as to time and manner of inspecting the same that may be imposed in accordance with the regulations of the Club for the time being, shall be open to the inspection of the members. If a license under Section 24 of the Companies Act 1961 is granted to the Club, such accounts shall, upon written request of the Attorney-General of Victoria, be made available for the inspection by anyone authorised in writing by him for the purpose. Once at least in every year the accounts of the Club shall be examined by one or more properly qualified Auditor or Auditors.

 ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION

OF
BELL PARK SPORTS CLUB 
INTERPRETATION
1. In the interpretation of these Articles or any alteration thereof or addition thereto or substitution therefore the expressions defined in the Companies Act 1961 shall (unless in conflict with any definition hereinafter contained have the meaning so defined and the following words and expressions shall have the several meanings hereby assign​ed to them unless such meanings are excluded by or are repugnant to the context or subject matter
"The Act" shall mean the Companies Act 1961 and when any provis​ion of the Act is referred to the reference is to that provision as modified by any statute for the time being in force;

"Articles" shall mean these Articles of Association and all supplementary substituted or amended Articles for the time being in force; 

"The Club" shall mean the above-named Company;

"The Unincorporated Club" shall mean the unincorporated body known as the “Bell Park Soccer Club" whose funds and other assets and liabilities the Club is empowered to take over by Clause 2 (h) of the Memorandum of Association.

"The Committee" shall mean the Committee of the Club; 
The “FFV” shall mean the Football Federation of Victoria

The “FFA” shall mean the Football Federation of Australia

"Member" Shall mean a member of the Club;

"Registered Player" shall mean any person who is registered as a player with the FFV
"The Commission" shall mean the Liquor Control Commission constitut​ed under the Liquor Control Act 1968; 

And words importing the singular shall include the plural and vice versa and words importing the masculine gender shall include the female gender and words importing persons shall include bodies corporate.

2. The regulations contained in Table A in the Fourth Schedule to the Act shall not apply to the Club.

3. The club is established for the purposes set out in the Memorandum of Association.

MEMBERSHIP

4. NUMBER OF MEMBERS 

For the purpose of registration the number of members of the Club is declared not to exceed 1,000 but the Committee may from time to time when so authorised by resolution of the Club in General Meeting register art increase in members.
5. MEMBERS:

Any person, irrespective of race, religion or political sympathies or affiliations, may apply for membership with the Club in the manner hereinafter appearing. Each Member admitted to membership agrees to be bound by and observe:

a. Each Member admitted to membership agrees to be bound by and observe:

i. This Constitution;

ii. The Laws of the Game;

iii. The Statutes and Regulations and those of the By-Laws expressed to apply to or in relation to Members;

iv. The Statutes and Regulations and the constitutions and by-laws of FFA and FFV as enforced from time to time; 

v. The FFV Codes of Behaviour and Rules of Competition, as amended from time to time; and 
vi. The FFA Code of Conduct, as amended from time to time.
vii. Membership at the Club shall be in the following classes; and 
b. Membership Types

i) Member

Any registered players of the Club and persons over the age of 18 

ii) Associate  Members 

Persons of either sex over the age of 18 years who otherwise use the Club on a regular basis to carry out activities other than sport and are deemed by the committee to require a membership.
iii) Junior members

Junior Members under the age of 18 years who, subject to this Constitution, are not entitled to hold any office, but shall have the right to be present, debate and vote at General Meetings through the Junior Member’s parent or other legal guardian.

iv) Family Membership 
Family Membership shall consist of a member and his/her partner and his/her children under the age of 18 years. Associate Member shall be entitled to receive notice of, attend and one vote at any meetings of the Club

In the categories of membership referred to in Article 13 hereafter;
Any Member under the age of 18 years, Associate Member and any junior member shall be entitled to rights, powers, privileges and obligations pro-vided by the bylaws to be made under the provisions hereinafter set out but such members shall be subject to the following restrictions

They shall not be supplied with or allowed to consume liquor on the Club premises unless accompanied by a parent, spouse or guardian and such liquor is supplied for consumption as part of a meal supplied on the Club premises

They shall not introduce any non-member to the Club premises.

6. APPLICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP

The following persons shall be members of the Club
a. Every person who shall at the date of incorporation of the Club is a member of the Unincorporated Club and who shall on or before the Thirtieth Day of June 1969 or such extended period as the Committee may determine sign and deliver to the Secretary of the Club the following form of application for member​ship: 

"I hereby apply for *Playing/*Non-Playing/*Junior Member-ship of the Bell Park Sports Club as and when incorporated and I agree to be bound by the Memorandum and Articles of Associ​ation and the By-Laws of the said Club and to concur in the transfer of the whole of the assets of the Unincorporated Club known as Bell Park Sports Club to the Club as incorporated and to accept Membership in the incorporated Club in ail respects in satisfaction of all rights arising out of my membership of the said Unincorporated Club.

Such members shall not be required to pay any subscription prior to the half-yearly installment payable on the 1st day of May 1969.
b. Any Football  player or other person interested in Football who shall have made an application in writing for membership in the form hereinafter set out and whose application shall be approved and shall duly pay such subscription as shall from time to time be payable under or pursuant to the provisions of these Articles; every such application for membership shall be made in writing signed by the applicant and his proposer and seconder (both being financial members of the Club and shall be in the following form subject to such alteration as may be deemed necessary or permitted by the Committee from time to time.

7. ANNUAL SUBSCRIPTIONS:

The annual subscription payable for each category of membership shall be determined by the Club at a general meeting. 

(i) Member   
(ii) Junior Member    
(iii) Associate  Member    
(iv) Family Membership
8. Notwithstanding anything in these Articles at a Meeting of the  at which at least three-fourths of the Committee for the time being vote in the affirmative, the Committee may by such vote refuse to accept the annual subscription of any member and his mem​bership shall Immediately on the termination of the year for which his last subscription has been paid, cease and determine,
9. ADMISSION OF MEMBERS:

Admission of members and their election shall be by the Committee and such election shall be by ballot and a record shall be kept by the Secretary of the number of the members voting, Every application for membership pursuant to Article 6 shall be handed to the  Secretary who shall forthwith post such Application or a true copy \ thereof on the Club Notice Board for at least seven clear days prior to the election of such proposed member, and an interval of not less than fourteen clear days shall lapse between the Application being so received by the Secretary and the election of the Applicant. The Applicant shall be admitted to membership if approved by a majority of the members of the Committee present at the Committee meeting determining such application, unless his election would increase the number of members beyond that fixed by Article 4 hereof or any subsequent amendment thereto.

10. PAYMENT  OF SUBSCRIPTION:

On the election of a new member the Secretary shall forthwith send to him at the address given in his application Notice of that fact, furnish him a copy of the Memorandum of Articles and request him to pay his first subscription within one month of the date of such Notice, Upon such subscription being paid the Applicant shall become a member of the Club. Should any Applicant for membership, after being so notified by the Secretary of his acceptance as a Member, neglect to make such payment to the Secretary within thirty days of the date of such Notice, his election to such membership shall be null and void.

11. MEMORANDUM AND ARTICLES:

Every member shall be supplied with a copy of the Memorandum and Articles of Association and By-Laws and any amendments thereto
12. REGISTER OF MEMBERS:

The Secretary shall;
a. Keep on the Club premises a Register of Members setting forth in full the names and addresses of all members of the Club and the ate of the latest payment by such Member of his subscription and the date at which any person who ceased to be a member during the previous seven years ceased to be a member Such Register shall be open at any time to the inspection of a Licensing inspector in whose division the licensed premises of the Club are situated, any authorised member of the Police Force  and any Supervisor of licensed premises and any financial Member of the Club.
b. Keep displayed in a conspicuous and accessible position on 1he Club premises, a list setting out in full the names and add​resses of all Members and the date of the last payment by each Member of his subscription,
13. MEMBERS EXEMPT THE REGULAR SUBSCRIPTION:

No  person  shall   be   allowed  to  become  an   honorary  or   temporary member of the Club or be relieved of the  payment of the regular subscriptions except as follows and subject to the conditions and the regulations prescribed hereunder  -

a. Honorary Playing Member

The Committee may elect as an  honorary playing  member for  a period of the then current or  the then  immediate forth​coming Football season   any  person  who  is  a  registered  player and who shall be a playing member of one of the Club's teams.    The name of the honorary playing member shall before he is so elected be entered in the honorary member’s book and be attested by two members of the Committee

b. Honorary Life Member

On the recommendation of the Committee or any 2 members any person may at any Annual General Meeting be elected as an honorary life member of the Club as a tribute to his services to the Club a 2/3rd majority of those present and voting shall be necessary for such election The member thereafter shall be entitled to all privileges as an ordinary member of the club without paying the annual subscription or any special payment for such Life Membership. 

Provided that no member shall be elected a Life member unless;

· She/he has been a member for a continuous period of not less than 10 years and has rendered exceptional service to the Club.

· She/he has been a member of the Board of Directors, the Junior Football Committee or the Senior Football Committee for a continuous period of not less than 5 years and has rendered exceptional service to the Club in that position.

· Not more, than two (2) Life members shall be elected in any one financial year. Each nomination being put to a separate vote must attain a two-thirds majority to be elected. 

· Nominations for Life Membership shall only be accepted up to 28 days before the Annual General Meeting. 

In the event of there being more than two nominations for Life membership the Board of Directors will select the two {2) to be proposed for election by the members at the Annual General Meeting.”

c. Honorary Vice-President

On the recommendation of the Committee any non-member may at any Annual General Meeting   be elected an   Honorary Vice President of the Club as a tribute to his services to the Club. A 2/3rd majority of those present and voting shall be necessary for such election.

d. Honorary Members 

The Committee may on the request of any member elect as an  Honorary Member for any period not exceeding one month any person  not  living  in  a  radius  of 40  kilometers  from  the Club house or who has taken up residence in Geelong  within the period of three months  immediately preceding  his  election as an  Honorary Member.. The name of the Honorary Member shall before he is so elected be entered in the Honorary Members Book and attested by two members of the Committee,

e. Financial Life Members 

Any member who shall have before the 31st day of October, 1978, paid to the Club the sum of $500.00 as payment of membership subscription in advance is a financial life member of the Club.

14. TERM OF OFFICE OF HONORARY VICE-PRESIDENT

Every such Honorary Vice President shall be elected for one year until the next Annual General Meeting but shall be eligible for re-election During the period in which he holds such position as Honorary Vice-President shall be entitled to all privileges and subject to all the duties of a Member without any payment annual or otherwise, provided however that an Honorary Vice-President shall have no executive or voting rights. There shall not be more than two Honorary Vice-Presidents at any one time.
RIGHTS OF MEMBERS

15. RIGHTS OF MEMBERS:

Subject to the express provisions of these Articles and to the Mem​orandum of Association and to any By-Law for the time being in force made by the Committee as hereinafter provided, all Members shall be entitled at all times to use in common all such premises and property of the Club and to be supplied at such charges as the Committee shall from time to time determine with such meals, refreshments and other things as are provided by the Club for the use of its Members.
16. MEMBERS ELIGIBLE AS OFFICE  BEARERS:  

All playing members, honorary playing members, non-playing members, honorary life members, financial life members, and honorary vice-president members shall be entitled to be elected as office-bearers  and members of the Committee or have the right to receive notices of or to attend or vote at any General Meeting of the Club,

17. VOTE OF MEMBERS:

Subject to the last preceding Article hereof at a General Meeting of the Club (whether on show of hands or on a poll) every playing and non-playing member shall have one vote. No such member shall be entitled to vote at any meeting of the Club unless all moneys then due from him to the Club have been paid
18.  CALLS:

Every member shall be bound to pay any calls which may be made on the recommendation of the Committee provided such recommendation is endorsed and carried at an Extraordinary General Meeting of the Club called for that specific purpose. Such calls shall not exceed $20.00 per Member in each financial year.

19. The annual subscriptions to the Club and all calls and fines in​flicted by the Committee shall be deemed a debt due to and recover​able by the Club. 
20. FFA and FFV ENFORCEMENT OF RULES
 
Subject to applicable law, the Club shall:

a. Promulgate and comply with, and do everything within its power to enforce compliance with, the Statutes and Regulations and the Laws of the Game; and 

b. Co-operate with FFA and FFV in all matters relating to the organisation of competitions, the Club’s own competitions and Football in general

c. Amend: 

i. This Constitution; or

ii. The By-laws,

To promptly adopt changes in the constitutions and by-laws of FFA and/or FFV made from time to time to the extent that they are applicable to the Club.  In this clause the reference to changes to by-laws includes additional or replacement by-laws

CESSATION OF MEMBERSHIP

21. RESIGNATION OF MEMBERS:

Any person wishing to resign his membership of the Club shall give notice in writing addressed to the Secretary and deposited at the registered office of the Club before the first day of August in any year, of his intention to do so; otherwise he shall be liable to pay the sub​scription for the next year.
22. NON-PAYMENT OF ANNUAL SUBSCRIPTION:

Any member who fails to pay his or her subscription within three months after the same shall have become due and payable shall forth​with cease to be a member and his or her rights of entrance to the Club shall cease.
23. EXPULSION OF MEMBERS:

If any Member shall willfully refuse or neglect to comply with the provisions of the Memorandum and Articles of Association or By-taws of the Club or shall be guilty of conduct unworthy of a Member, such Member shall be liable to expulsion by a resolution of the Committee provided that at least seven days before the Meeting at which such resolution is passed he shall have had notice thereof and of the in​tended resolution for his expulsion and that he shall at such meeting and before the passing of such resolution have had an opportunity giving orally, or in writing, any explanation or defense he may think fit; for the purposes of this paragraph, any member who introduces or attempts to introduce any question or matter of or involving politics, race or religion at any Meeting of the Club or at any time on the Club's premises shall be guilty of conduct unworthy of a member.
24. APPEAL AGAINST EXPULSION OF MEMBER:

If the Committee refuses to accept the annual subscription of any member pursuant to Article 9 or terminates the membership of any member pursuant to Article 26, the member concerned shall have the right of appeal against such decision within two months of the passing of the resolution by the Committee at a General Meeting of the Club which shall have power by ordinary resolution to reverse the decision.,
25. RIGHTS OF EXPELLED MEMBERS:

A member whose membership is terminated pursuant to Article 21 or who is expelled pursuant to Article 22 shall forfeit all right in and claim upon the Club arising from his membership.

GENERAL MEETINGS

26. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETINGS:

A general meeting of the Club to be called the "annual general meeting" shall in addition to any other meeting be held at least once in every calendar year and not more than 15 months after the holding of the last preceding Annual Genera! Meeting.
27. EXTRAORDINARY GENERAL MEETINGS: 

All General Meetings other than those referred to in the last preceding Article shall be called Extraordinary General Meetings.

28. The Committee whenever  it deems fit may convene an  Extraordinary General Meeting and such meetings shall also be convened by such requisitions as are mentioned in and as provided by  Section 137 of the Act
29. CALLING OF GENERAL MEETINGS

At least seven days notice (exclusive of the day on which such notice is served or deemed to be served but inclusive of the day for which notice is given) of every General Meeting, specifying the day and the hour and the place of Meeting and in case of special business the general nature of that business shall be given to members and in addition at least 14 days before every Annual General Meeting notice shall be given in like manner to all members specifying in addition the date on which the nominations for the elections to be held thereat will close, but the accidental omission to give notice of a meeting to or the non-receipt of any such notice by any member shall not in-validate the proceedings of any such meeting
30. BUSINESS AT GENERAL MEETINGS:

All business shall be special that is transacted at an Extraordinary General Meeting and also all that is transacted at an Annual General Meeting with the exception of the consideration of the accounts, bal​ance sheets and reports of the Committee and Auditors, the election of office bearers and other members of the Committee in the place of those retiring and the appointment and fixing of the remuneration of the Auditors.
PROCEEDINGS AT GENERAL MEETINGS

31. QUORUM AT GENERAL MEETINGS:

No business shall be transacted at any General Meeting unless a quor​um of members is present at the time when the Meeting proceeds to business. Save as otherwise provided seven (7) members personally present end entitled to vote shall

32. MEETING TO BE DISSOLVED OR ADJOURNED IF NO 

If within half an hour of the time appointed for the Meeting a quorum is not present, the Meeting, if convened on the requisition of members, shall be dissolved. In any other case it shall stand adjourned to the same day in the next week at the same time and place and if at the adjourned Meeting a quorum is not present within half an hour of the time appointed for holding the Meeting, the members present (not being less than two) shall be a quorum


33. CHAIRMAN OF MEETINGS.

The Chairman shall (if present) preside at every General Meeting of the Club. If there is no Chairman or if at any Meeting he is not pre​sent within five minutes of the time of holding same, the Members present shall choose one of their numbers to be the Chairman at that meeting. In case of an equality of votes the Chairman shall be entitled to a second or casting vote.

34. ADJOURNMENT OF GENERAL MEETING:

The Chairman may, with the consent of the Meeting adjourn a Meeting from time to time and from place to place, but no business shall be transacted at any adjourned Meeting other than the business left un-finished at the Meeting from which the adjournment took place.

35. VOTING BY SHOW OF HANDS:

At any General Meeting a resolution put to the vote of the Meeting shall be decided on a show of hands unless a poll is (before or on the declaration of the result of the show of hands) demanded by the Chairman or by at least three members personally present and entitled to vote.
36. DECLARATION BY CHAIRMAN:

Unless a poll is demanded, a declaration by the Chairman that a resolution has on the show of hands been earned or carried unani​mously or by a particular majority or lost or not carried by a particular majority and an entry to that effect in a book of the proceedings of the Club shall be conclusive evidence of the fact without proof of the number or proportion of the votes recorded in favour of or against the resolution.

37. POLL

If a poll is demanded it shall be taken in such manner and either at once or after an interval or adjournment or otherwise as the Chairman directs and the result of the poll shall be deemed to be the resolution of the Meeting at which the poll was demanded, but provided that a poll demanded on the election of the Chairman or on a question of adjournment shall be taken forthwith.
38. VOTING BY PROXY:

On a show of hands, votes must be given personally but on a poll, votes may be given either personally or by proxy.    Appointments by proxy shall be in the usual common form signed by the appointed and left with the Secretary not later than the time fixed for the Meet​ing at which they are to be acted on.
COMMITTEE AND OFFICERS

39. OFFICE-BEARERS AND COMMITTEE:

The business and affairs of the Club shall be under the management and control of a Committee elected for not less than twelve months which shall consist of a president, a vice-president, a chairman, a Secretary, a treasurer and at least four ordinary members.
40. PERSONS ELIGIBLE FOR OFFICE:

No person shall be eligible to be elected to or hold any of the offices specified in the last preceding Article (including that of an ordinary member of the Committee) unless he is a member of the Club.
41. Until the first Annual General Meeting of the Club shall be held as prescribed by these Articles, the persons named in Article 41, being the Committee of the Unincorporated Club as constituted immediately prior to the incorporation of the Club, shall be for ail purposes the first committee of the Club and shall exercise all powers given to the Committee by these Articles.
42. FIRST OFFICE-BEARERS

All such members shall retire from office at the first Annual General Meeting, but shall be eligible for re-election.
43. ELECTION OF PRESIDENT:

The President shall be elected at an Annual General Meeting for a period of two years and shall retire at the next Annual General Meeting but one following his election, but shall be eligible for re-election.
44. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein contained if the President is not re elected for a further term, he shall continue as an additional member of the Committee until the Annual General Meeting next following that at which his successor is elected,
45. ELECTION OF OTHER OFFICE-BEARERS:

The Vice-President, Chairman, Treasurer and Secretary shall be elected by the General Body of the Members annually at the Annual General Meeting and shall hold office for not less than twelve months but each of them shall be eligible for re-election.
46. DELETED

47. SELECTION AND RETIREMENT OF COMMITTEE MEMBERS:

At every Annual General Meeting the Ordinary Members of the Committee (if any) who have been appointed during the preceding year to fill casual vacancies or as additional appointment and the one-half of the other Ordinary Members of the Committee who have been longest in office shall retire from office and the Members present at the Annual General Meeting entitled to vote shall elect a like number (or, subject to the provisions of Article 38/ such lesser or greater number as the Meeting shall determine) of eligible persons as Ordin​ary Members of the Committee in their place, provided however that the retiring members shall be eligible for re-election. As between Ordinary Members of the Committee who have been in office for the same length of time, those to retire shall in default of agreement between them, be determined by lot; if the number, one half of whom are to retire, shall be an odd number, then the number next above one-half thereof shall retire.
48. MANNER OF ELECTION OF OFFICE-BEARERS AND COMMITTEE;

The election of Office-Bearers, Members of the Committee and Auditors of the Club shall take place in the following manner:

a. Any two members may nominate any other eligible member to serve as an Office-Bearer or Ordinary Member of the Committee,
b. The name of each member so nominated, together with the names of his proposer and seconder, and accompanied by such member's consent to such  nomination shall be sent or delivered to the Secretary in writing at least ten days before the Annual General Meeting.

c. A list of the candidates with the names of the proposers and seconders shall be posted on the Notice Board or other conspic​uous place in the Club House for at least seven days immediately preceding the Annual General Meeting.
d. If there are more nominations than vacancies for any office or for the Committee, voting papers will be prepared containing the names of the candidates in alphabetical order for each office and each vacancy on the Committee and each member entitled to vote must vote for as many candidates as there are vacancies to be filled and no more otherwise his ballot paper shall be declared informal.
e. The voting papers shall, subject to the provisions of this Article, be available at the Club House and such other places {if any) as the Committee may determine during such times at least as the ballot box or boxes is or are open, A ballot box or ballot boxes shall be open at the Club House and such other places (if any) as the Committee may determine during such time or times as the Committee may determine on the day of the Meeting at which the election is to take place and shall also be open at the Meeting until such time as the Chairman of the Meeting declares it closed. Every member desiring to vote shall obtain a voting paper and sign a receipt for it in a book or one of the books to be kept for the purpose by the person or persons having custody of the voting papers and shall strike out on the voting paper the names of the candidates for whom he does not wish to vote and place it in the ballot box.. No member shall be entitled to re​ceive more than one voting paper. No person other than the Scrutineers and Returning Officers shall be entitled to see any voting papers and the Scrutineers and Returning Officers shall not nor shall any of them disclose to any person the way in which any member has voted.

f. At the Annual General Meeting at which a ballot for the election of Officers or Members of the Committee takes place as aforesaid the meeting shall by resolution appoint two Scrutineers and a Returning Officer to supervise the checking of the ballot papers.

g. If two or more candidates obtain an equal number of votes the Chairman of the Meeting shall have a casting vote in each case   In addition to his deliberate vote in the ballot.
h. In case there shall not be a sufficient number of candidates nominated as hereinbefore provided, the Chairman of the Meeting at which the election is to take place shall accept further nomi​nations at the Meeting.
i. The Committee shall have power to make rules for the issue and safe custody of ballot papers and other matters incidental to the taking of ballots in the manner hereinafter prescribed.
49. CASUAL VACANCIES:

All casual vacancies arising among the Office-Bearers or Ordinary Members of the Committee or Auditors may be filled by the Committee provided however that any member so chosen shall retire at the following Annual General Meeting, but may be nominated for re-election at such Annual General Meeting,

50. APPOINTMENT OF ADDITIONAL COMMITTEE MEMBERS:

The Committee may from time to time and at any time appoint any duly qualified person as an additional Ordinary Member of the Committee.
51. TERMINATION   OF   APPOINTMENT   OF   OFFICE-BEARERS   AND  COMMITTEE  MEMBERS

The office of a member of the Committee shall become vacant if the member;
a. Ceases to be a member of the Committee by virtue of the Act;
b. Becomes bankrupt or makes any arrangement or composition with his creditors generally; 
c. Becomes prohibited from being a Director of a Company by reason of any order made under the Act;
d. Becomes of unsound mind or a person whose person or estate  is liable to be dealt with  in any way under the law relating to mental health;
e. Resigns his office by notice in writing to the Club providing how ever that such resignation will not have effect until it has been accepted by the Committee;
f. Fails  to  attend  three  consecutive  Committee  Meetings   without previously having obtained leave of absence;
g. Holds any office of profit under the Club;
h. Is removed from office by special resolution of the Club in Genera! Meeting;
i. Ceases to have the qualifications required by Article 39;
j. Is directly or indirectly interested in any contract or proposed contract with the Club; provided however, that a member shall not vacate his office by reason of his being a member of any corporation, society or association which has entered or proposes to enter into a contract with the Club if such corporation, society or association is among the class of companies referred to in the last proviso to Clause 3 of the Memorandum of Association of the Club and if he shall have declared the nature of his interest in the manner required by the Act; and provided further that nothing in this Article shall effect the operation of Clause 3 of the Memorandum of Association of the Club,
POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE COMMITTEE
52. POWERS OF COMMITTEE:

The Committee, in addition to the powers and authorities by these pre​sents or otherwise expressly conferred on them may exercise all such powers and to do all such acts and thing's as shall be vested in or may be exercised or done by the Club in General Meeting but subject nevertheless to these Articles and to the provisions of the Act.

53. MEETINGS OF COMMITTEE:

The Committee shall hold periodical Meetings at intervals of not more than one calendar month and minutes of all resolutions and proceed​ings of such Meetings shall be entered in a book to be provided for that purpose and all Members of the Committee shall be duly notified by the Secretary of the time and place of each such meeting.
54. Subject to compliance with  any provisions of the Act affecting the same, the Committee, with the consent of the members by resolution   in  General  Meeting,  may   issue  debentures,  debenture  stock, bonds or obligations of the Club at any time, in any form or manner, and for any amount, including a power to resist the transfer or assignment thereof or any of them, and may raise or borrow for the purposes of the Club any sum or sums of money either upon mortgage or charge of any of the property of the Club or upon bonds or debentures charging all or any of such property or without security or otherwise as  they may think fit.

55. DISPOSAL OF REAL PROPERTY BY THE COMMITTEE:

The Committee shall not, without any sanction of a General Meeting exchange sell or otherwise dispose of the whole or any substantial part of the real property of the Club and such sanctions shall be deem​ed to be withheld unless given by resolution passed by a majority of at lease three-fourths of the Members present and voting at the meeting.
56. POWER TO MAKE BY-LAWS:

Subject to the provisions of the Memorandum of Association and of these Articles the Committee shall have power from time to time to make, alter and repeal all such Regulations or By-Laws as it may deem necessary or expedient or convenient for the proper conduct and management of the Club and in particular, but not exclusively, it may by such By Laws regulate:

a. The admission, subscriptions, rights powers and privileges of all classes of members,-
b. The terms and conditions on which honorary guests and visitors shall be permitted to use the premises and property of the Club.

c. The subscriptions and other fees to be paid by persons admitted to the premises and. other benefits of the Club;
d. The times of opening and closing the grounds, Club House and premises of the Club or any part thereof;
e. The rules to be observed by and prizes to be awarded to members of the Club;
f. The conduct of members of the Club in relation to one another and to Club servants;
g. The imposition of fines or any other disciplinary action for the breach of any By-Laws or any Article of Association of the Club or in the case of a Playing Member or Junior Playing Member of the rules and regulations of the FFV and FFA

h. The procedure at Genera! Meetings and Meetings of the Com​mittee, and
i. Generally all such matters as are commonly the subject matter of Club Rules...

57. PUBLICATION OF BY-LAWS:

The Committee shall adopt such means as it deems sufficient to bring to the notice of members all such By-Laws, amendments and repeals and ail such By-Laws so long as they shall be in force shall be binding upon all members. Provided however that no By-Law shall be in​consistent with or shall effect or repeal anything contained in the Memorandum or Articles of Association of the Club and that any By-Law may be set aside by a special resolution of a General Meeting1 of the Club. Such By-Laws and Regulations shall be exhibited on the Notice Board of the Club House or other conspicuous place.
PROCEEDINGS OF THE COMMITTEE

58. MEETINGS OF COMMITTEE;

The Committee may meet together for the dispatch of business adjourn and otherwise regulate its meetings as it thinks fit. The President may at any time and the Secretary shall on the requisition of any three members of the Committee summon a Meeting of the Committee. The quorum necessary for the transaction of the business of the Com​mittee may be fixed by the Committee and unless so fixed shall be five members of the Committee.

59. DECISIONS OF COMMITTEE:

Subject to these regulations questions arising at any Meeting of the Committee shall be decided by a majority of votes and a determination of a majority of the members of the Committee shall for all purposes be deemed a determination of the Committee. In the case of an equality of votes the Chairman of the Meeting shall have a second or casting vote,

60. CHAIRMAN OF COMMITTEE:

The Chairman shall preside at every Meeting of the Committee or if there is no Chairman or if at any such Meeting he is not present with-in ten minutes after the time appointed for the holding of the Meeting the members present may choose one of their number to be the Chairman for that Meeting,

61. SUB-COMMITTEES:

The Committee may from time to time delegate any of its powers to such Sub-Committee or Sub-Committees consisting of such member or members of the Committee as it shall think fit and appoint a Chair​man of each Sub-Committee and may at any time recall or revoke any such delegation or appointment, Any such Subcommittee shall in the exercise of the powers so delegated conform to any regulations that may be imposed on it by the Committee. The President shall be ex officio a member of ail such Sub-Committees.

62. VALIDITY OF ACTS BY COMMITTEE AND SUB-COMMTTEE:

All acts done by any Meeting of the Committee or by a Sub-Committee appointed thereby or by any person acting as a member of the Committee shall not withstanding that it be afterwards discovered that there was some defect in the appointment of any member of the Committee or Sub-Committee or that they or any of them were disqualified be as valid as If every such person had been duly appointed and were duly qualified.

63. ALTERNATIVE OR SUBSTITUTE MEMBER OF COMMITTEE:

Any member of the Committee may appoint any member of the Club approved by the other members of the Committee to be an alternative or substitute member of the Committee during such period as the appointer shall think fit and the appointee while he holds such office shall be entitled to notice of Meetings of the Committee and to attend and vote thereat and to exercise all the powers of the appointer but shall immediately vacate office if and when the appointer ceases to be a member of the Committee, or removes the appointee from office. Any appointment or removal under this Article shall be effected by notice in writing to the Secretary signed by the person making the same.

64. RESOLUTION OF COMMITTEE:

A resolution in writing signed by all members of the Committee shall be as valid and effectual as if it had been passed at a Meeting of the Committee duly called and constituted.
65. TREASURER;

The Treasurer shall carry out such duties as may be agreed to by the Committee from time to time. At the Annual General Meeting of the Club he shall produce the Balance Sheet for the year ending on the last day of September in that year, duly examined and audited by the elected Auditors.,
66. SEAL:

The Seal of the Club shall not be affixed to any instrument except by the authority of a resolution of the Committee and in the presence of at least two members of the Committee who shall sign every instrument to which the Seal is so affixed in their presence.
67. ACCOUNTS:

Correct accounts and books shall be kept showing the financial affairs of the Club and the particulars usually shown in books of account of a like nature. The Committee shall cause annual profit and loss accounts and balance sheet to be prepared and audited and laid before the Club at the Annual General Meeting in each year, with all necessary reports as are required by Section 162 of the Act and shall also cause copies thereof to be forwarded to members as required by Section 164 of the Act.

68. INSPECTION OF ACCOUNTS BY MEMBERS:

The Committee shall from time to time determine in accordance with Clause 9 of the Memorandum of Association of the Club the time at which and the manner in which the account and other records of the Club shall be open to the inspection of members not being members of the Committee and no member (not being a Member of the Com​mittee) shall have the right of inspecting any account or book or paper of the Club except as conferred by Statute or by Clause 9 of the Memorandum of Association of the Club or authorised by the Committee or Club in General Meeting.

69. PAYMENT OF ACCOUNTS:

All payments shall be made only with or on the authority or subject to the approval of the Committee by cheques drawn on the banking accounts or account of the Club, All such cheques must be signed by the Secretary or the Treasurer and countersigned by some other person authorised by the Committee or may be signed in any other manner as the Committee may from time to time determine,
70. BANKING:

The Secretary or Treasurer shall forthwith pay all moneys received on behalf of the Club into the banking accounts or account of the Club at such Bank or Banks as the Committee shall from time to time direct
71. AUDIT:

Auditors shall be appointed and their duties regulated in accordance with the provisions of Section 165, 166 and 167A of the Act.
72. NOTICE TO MEMBERS:

A notice may be given by the Club to any Member either personally or by sending It by post addressed to him at his registered address; when notice is sent by post service it shall be deemed to be effected by properly addressing prepaying and posting the letter containing the notice and shall be deemed to have been effected on the day following that on which it is posted,
73. As regards any member who has no registered place of address a notice posted up at the registered office of the Club shall be deemed well served on him at the expiration of twenty-four hours after it is so posted up.
74. WINDING UP:

The provisions of Clause 8 of the Memorandum of Association of the Club relating to winding up or dissolution of the Club shall have effect and be observed as if the same were repeated in these Articles,
75. INDEMNITY OF OFFICERS AND COMMITTEE:

The members of the Committee shall be indemnified by the Club against, and it shall be the duty of such members out of the funds of the Club to pay and satisfy, all costs losses expenses and liabilities incurred by any such member of the Committee in the course of carry​ing out or purporting to carry out his duties as a member thereof to the extent only which the Club may legally so do having regard to the provisions of Section 133 of the Act,
76. INDEMNITY OF MEMBERS:

Subject to the provisions of Clause 3 of the Memorandum of Associ​ation the Committee may as it deems fit indemnify players and officials for expenses incurred in attending training, matches or Club business,
a. Subject to the provisions of Clause 3 of the Memorandum of Association of the Club no person shall receive a greater profit or benefit or advantage from the Club than that received by every member thereof other than remuneration or honorarium approved by the Commission for work done by the Secretary, Treasurer or other officer of the Club or salary or wages paid to employees,
b. No payment or part payment shall be made to any Secretary, Manager or other officer or servant of the Club by way of commission or allowance from or upon the receipts of the Club for liquor supplied
77. MISCELLANEOUS:
No member shall fake away from the Club House or deface, tear or injure any article or any other properly of the Club. Such a person removing defacing breaking or in any way injuring or otherwise causing damage to such article or property shall pay for the replace​ment of the same
78. The rate of interest referred to in Clause 3 of the Memorandum of Association shall be eight per centum per annum.
.

SUPPLY OF LIQUOR

79. The supply of liquor at the Club premises shall be under the control of the Committee.    The Committee shall have the power and it shall be its duty to take such action as may be necessary to enforce and secure compliance by the members and all other persons coming in and upon the premises with the Memorandum and Articles and by laws of the Club and the provisions of the Liquor Control Act 1968 from time to time in force.

a. Subject to Article 5 hereof a member may with the approval of the Committee introduce visitors to the Club,

b. Not more than four visitors shall be introduced by the same Member on any one day and the same Visitor shall not be in​troduced more than twelve times in any period of twelve months. These restrictions shall not apply to the wife, children or one lady friend of a mate member, nor to the husband, children or one gentleman friend of a female member,
c. The name and usual residential address of each Visitor shall be entered in a Visitors Book provided by the Club and the Mem​ber  introducing the Visitor shall  sign his  name and write  his medallion ;(or  membership)   number opposite each such  entry. These entries shall not be required if the Visitors are present for the purpose of attending a special function at the Club In respect of which the Club has obtained a permit pursuant to Section 38 (8) of the Liquor Control Act 1968.
d. A visitor shall not be supplied with liquor unless he is in the company of a Member of the Club except at a function to which a Permit referred to in (c) above relates.
80. Liquor may only be sold and disposed of on the Club premises 
a. To any Member of the Club or any guest of any Member of the Club or to any person employed by the Club after the ours of 1.00 o'clock in the afternoon on Anzac Day (not being a Sun​ day).


b. To any Member of the Club or the guest of any Member or to any person employed by the Club for consumption with or ancillary to a bona fide meal supplied by the Club between the hours of 12:00 noon and 2:30 o'clock in the afternoon and  the hours of 6:00 o'clock in the evening and 10.00 o'clock in the evening on a Sunday and Good Friday and in addition between 10.00 o'clock in the evening and 11.30 o'clock in the evening on the Sunday being Christmas Eve, Christmas Day, New Years Eve and New Years Day,

c. To any Member of the Club or the guest of any Member or to any person employed in the Club at any time on any day except Sunday, Good Friday and Anzac Day.

d. Where a permit under sub section   (2) of Section 38 of the Liquor Control Act 1968 is in force to any Member of the Club or the guest of any Member or any person employed in the Club between the hours of 12.00 noon and 2.30 o'clock in the after​ noon and 4.30 o'clock in the afternoon and 8.30 o'clock in the evening on a Sunday.
e. Where a permit under subsection (8) of Section 38 of the Liquor Control Act 1968 is in force to any person in that part of the Club premises specified in the permit and between the hours as specified in the permit.
81. No liquor  shall  be sold or disposed of on the Club premises between the hours of 12.00 midnight and 9.00 am  on any day other than a special occasion which shall have previously been declared a special occasion by the Committee,

82. The Committee may make by-laws relating to the trading hours of the Club provided such by-laws shall not contravene the provisions of the Liquor Control Act 1968.

83. Visitors

a. Visitors may be admitted to the Club premises to attend a function or an occasion held at the Club premises by a Member or Members provided the holding of the occasion or function has been approved by the Committee and where the whole of the expense is borne by the Member or Members and no contribution is made by the guests attending the function or occasion.
b. The admission of Visitors to the Club referred to in part (a) hereof and the admission of Visitors to the Club to a function where a permit under Section 38/ (8) of the Liquor Control Act 1968 is in force shall be in addition to visits permitted by the Rules relating to Visitors being introduced to the Club by the Members.
84. No liquor shall be sold or supplied to any person under eighteen years of age except where such person is accompanied by a spouse or parent or guardian and the liquor is sold or supplied for consumption as part of meal supplied on the Club premises,

85. No liquor shall be sold or supplied for consumption elsewhere than on the Club premises unless such liquor is removed from the premises of the Club by the member purchasing the same. 

86. No person under eighteen years of age except persons who are being trained as waiters and are not allowed to serve behind the bar shall be employed in the Club,

87. No more than 448 persons being the number of persons which the licensed premises can adequately accommodate, will be permitted in the licensed premises at any one time,

88. While and so long as the Club is licensed under the provisions of the Liquor Control Act 1968 as amended no alteration or variation of the rules of the Club shall have effect unless and until such alter​ action or variation has been approved by the Commission.

89. While and so long as the Club is licensed under the Liquor Con​trol Act 1968 the Secretary of the Club shall within one month from the making of any amendment or alteration in the rules of the Club forward to the Secretary of the Commission a certified copy of every such amendment or alteration,
